				What to Expect as an Attendee

				Interpretation conveys spoken language in real time, helping participants communicate effectively and confidently. Depending on the setting, you may experience:

				Simultaneous interpretation: The interpreted message is communicated as the speaker is talking. This is common at conferences. Usually these are delivered live via headsets or audio channels.

				Consecutive interpretation: These are used in smaller meetings. Here, the speaker pauses for the interpreter to accurately convey the speaker’s response.

				On-site interpreting: Where the speaker, interpreter, and participant are all present in person. 

				Remote interpretation: For virtual or hybrid events, provided through video interpreting or VRI services such as Zoom interpretation and over-the-phone interpretation or OPI services.

				No matter the format, interpretation ensures the intended message and meaning are conveyed without disrupting the flow of communication.

				Best Practices for the Participant

				Invited to an event where the main language isn’t one you speak fluently? Request interpretation services in advance for efficient communication. This way there is equal access for all participants. Your advance request will allow organizers the ability to assign an interpreter with the right expertise. This also gives the interpreter enough time to prepare.

				Before the event, make sure to:

				Tell organizers which language you need

				Ask what tools will be used (headsets, audio channels, Zoom, etc.)

				Confirm the interpreter’s language pair matches yours
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				How Do I Hear the Interpreter?

				Modern technology makes interpretation seamless. At large conferences, you’ll usually receive a headset or instructions to access an audio channel, with interpreters available on site to ensure smooth communication. On Zoom, you can select your preferred language through the globe icon.

				In smaller in-person settings, the interpreter may sit beside you (whisper interpreting) or interpret after pauses (consecutive interpreting), providing essential interpretation services at the event site. Some events may also provide access through recordings, live streams, or highlights in various media formats, making content accessible to a wider audience.

				Best Practices for Listening:

				Use headsets or earbuds if provided.

				Be attentive during interpreted sessions.

				Speak clearly when it’s your turn.

				Pause after each thought so the interpreter can keep up.

				These small adjustments make communication smoother for everyone.

				Conferences vs. One-on-One Meetings

				The interpretation experience can differ by setting:

				Conferences: More formal and structured. You’ll typically follow along with live audio interpretation without direct interaction with the interpreter.

				One-on-one or small meetings: More personal, especially in sensitive contexts like healthcare or legal consultations. Interpreters remain neutral and confidential—so always address the other person, not the interpreter. 

				Both settings rely on professional interpretation to ensure accurate, respectful communication. Choosing the right interpretation service for each setting is essential for effective and inclusive communication.
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				What Should I Bring?

				Organizers usually provide necessary equipment, but it helps to:

				Bring ID for official meetings (healthcare, legal, government).

				Have your questions written down.

				Carry a pen and paper if allowed.

				For virtual meetings, ensure your device is charged, your internet is stable, and you’re in a quiet space. Headphones improve clarity. Having a support contact available can also help if technical issues arise.

				How to Request Interpretation

				If you need interpretation, request it as soon as you receive the invitation or register. Let organizers know your language and dialect—for example, Caribbean vs. South American Spanish.

					American Sign Language (ASL)

				

				
					A complete visual language used by the Deaf and hard-of-hearing community in North America. ASL has its own grammar and structure, which are distinct from English.

				

				
					Consecutive Interpretation

				

				
					A format in which the speaker pauses to allow the interpreter to convey the message before the conversation continues. Common in small meetings, medical consultations, and legal settings.

				

				
					Conference Interpretation

				

				
					Interpretation services provided at large formal events.

				

				
					Over-the-Phone Interpretation (OPI)

				

				
					Remote interpretation conducted via telephone. Commonly used for customer support, legal consultations, or quick multilingual conversations.

				

				
					Remote Interpretation

				

				
					Interpretation services provided virtually through phone or video platforms. Includes OPI and VRI.

				

				
					Simultaneous Interpretation

				

				
					An interpretation method where the interpreter speaks at the same time as the original speaker, allowing for real-time communication without pauses. Common in large conferences and live events.

				

				
					Video Remote Interpreting (VRI)

				

				
					A remote interpretation service delivered via video conferencing platforms such as Zoom. It allows interpreters to provide services without being physically present at the event.

				

				
					Whisper Interpreting

				

				
					A form of simultaneous interpretation where the interpreter sits next to the participant and quietly interprets the message in real time. Often used in small in-person settings.
